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The course covers two major parts as follows:(1)to study the dimension of
human settlement in national development, including the rural-urban
transformation and the emergency of urban system; and (2) to analyze the
empirical evidence of urban development and rural-urban transformation in
major SE Asian countries, including the development and impacts of the
urban primacy,the extended metropolitan areas, and the cross—border
extended metropolitan areas.
