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Gender related issues such labor structure, family activities, social
institutions, and cross—border migration are very crucial for studying
socio—economic development in many areas, Gender related problems are, in
many occasions, the beginning of other social problems so that it would be
much easier to get into many issues if we are familiar with gender issues in
the first place,
