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This seminar introduces students to major theories regarding the ideas of
spatiality (space as production), Thirdspace, writing the city, politics of
space, spatiality of identity, flaneurie, etc, It will also deal with literary
texts from City Comedy, William Blake, Virginia Woolf, etc, as illustrations of
the poetics of representing urban space,
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
